Entries will be adjudicated by a specialist jury, composed
of well-known personalities from the fields of photography
and ecology (Herbert Rainer, Vice President of the Verband
Osterreichischer Amateurfotografen-Vereine; Dr. Christian
Baumgartner, Secretary General of Naturefriends International;
Herbert Képpel, Nature Photographer; Gerald Plattner, natural
area management — Austrian Federal Forests) The adjudication
will take place by 15 November 2010. The decision of the
jury is final and incontestable.

(T3) Biodiversity in LANDSCAPES OF THE YEAR

Since 1989, Naturefriends have regularly designated European cross border regions
of high ecological value as Landscapes of the Year, for periods between two and three
years. The principal objective pursued with every Landscape-of-the-Year project is to
encourage the sustainable development of the region
selected by providing professional advisory services
in the fields of tourism, regional development and
media as well as PR activities and by running spe-
cific pilot projects. So far, twelve Landscapes of the
Year have been designated in Europe.
